Background and Purpose

the ‘First Party’ and ‘Second Party’ respectively and collectively as the ‘Parties’,

THIS AGREEMENT WITNESSED AND THE PARTIES HERE TO AGREE TO AS FOLOWS:

A. Objective
This agreement is for collaboration on the Conduction of kil Development
Program/workshop/Training/internship for students and Certification of students for Nazira College/Second
Party.
The Objective of this agreement is to enhance the skills of the students community, improve the
emloyabllity skills of the students of the Second Party by their adoption of the Skill Development program,
workshop, internship & Training. Under this Agreement, First Party will ensure timely completion of training, %
workshop, internship and its certification of trainees.

B. Role and Responsibilities of Second Party:

The Second Party is the implementing organization and will be responsible for activities such as

Workshop/ Skill Development Program/internship and certification of Second Party candidates: The

second party will permit the first party to conduct workshop/ skill Development Program /internship and

certify its candidates as per the respective guideline of the First Party.

Nodal Officers/ Coordinators: The Second Party will designate and recommend a Nodal Officer/ Coordinator

at Headquarters Level who wil be responsible for overseeing/coordinating the program from Second Party.

3. Payment Schedule to First Party: The Second Party shall make 100% advance payment for the programs of
First Party and First Party will shall give an acknowledgement of Advance Payment.

a. Programs cost shall be paid on the basis of registered/scheduled no of candidates. (This covers those
present/absent candidates on the day of the respective program)

4. Mis: Generate MIS. The Second Party will appoint a dedicated operator for the same who will be
responsible to coordinate the technical operation with the First Party.

C. Role & responsibility of the First Party

1. Single Point of Contact (SPOC): The First Party will designate and recommend a SPOC who will responsible
for the overall conduction of activities from the First Party.

2. Student’s internship/workshop/ apprenticeship/ Skl Development Program & Certifications: The First
party will organize the respective training/ program and certification of training/program and will issue a
certificate to the candidates after successful completion of the respective program along with the Second

Party. .
D. The following process followed for programs and certifications will be the responsibility of the Second

Party.

2. All candidate details have to be provided on the excel sheet in the prescribe format relevant to the
necessary data. The Second Party will responsible for the accuracy of all details provided on the excel sheet.
3. The Second Party will transfer requisite fees via the prescribed payment gateway to the First Party along. s
with the necessary details of the candidates for which the fee is being forwarded.

The Second Party will make all efforts to avoid any malpractice at their place.

Any Issue that arises
regarding this will be amicably discussed between the First Party and the Second Party and resolved thereof.
Communication/ request for the training starting date must be made at least 2 weeks before. 4
The First Party shall provide a statement of payments received along with requisite invoice for the same.
The First Party designated Training Provider will check the credentials of the candidates as per the
established First Party norms and conditions.
The Second Party will make all arrangements such as raw material, [ab facilities, infrastructure set up to
conduct training/workshop programs. Information such arrangements will be provided to the Second Party
by the First Party.
Certificates will be generated for successful candidates and First Party will aim to forward the same within
10 days to the Second Party.
Other Covenants
The use of the name, logo and/ or official emblem of the Parties concerned on any publication, document
and/or paper concerning the mission/ project under this Agreement is permissible, only post approval in
writing, as explicit permission from the Party concerned.
Any difference or dispute between the parties concerning the interpretation and/or implementation and/or
application of any of the provisions of this Agreement shall be settled amicably through mutual consultation
or negation/s between the parties, without reference to any. third Party.
This Agreement will come Into effect when signed by both the parties concerned. This agreement shall
remain valid only for three year from the date of signing and come into effect from the date of its signing
and can be extended on mutual acceptable terms and conditions.
This Agreement may be changed at any time by mutual agreement of the Parties concern in writing. It shall
be reviewed 3 months before the expiry of the Agreement or at a time mutually agreed upon by the Parties

concerned for a possible renewal.
Any other matter not included in this Agreement which is necessary for the smooth functioning of the

mission/project shall be finalized between the Second Party and the First Party on mutually agreeable terms

and conditions.
This Agreement or any part thereof may be amended at any time during its tenure only by the consent, in
writing, of the Parties concern.

Termination
Either Party to this Agreement may terminate this agreement with 30 days prior written notice to the other

Party. On termination of this Agreement both Parties shall discontinue using the marks and rights arising or

accruing from the terms. of this Agreement
The termination of this Agreement shall be without prejudice to the accrued rights and obligation of the

parties and all such accrued right and obligation shal remain in ful force and effect and be enforceable not
withstanding such expiry or termination.
